	The Meridian FFA Alumni Chapter will be awarding multiple scholarships to worthy graduating Meridian FFA members who plan to attend a college, university, or a post-secondary technical program.  The number of scholarships and the amount of each scholarship shall be determined by the amount of funds allocated by the Alumni Chapter each year for this purpose and the overall quality of the scholarship applications.  The minimum scholarship amount shall be $800.00 and the maximum scholarship amount shall be $1,700.00; scholarship amounts can vary among the recipients.  For 2025, the Meridian FFA Alumni has budgeted $16,000.00 for students intending to pursue a post-secondary academic and/or technical education.



Eligibility Requirements:  The Applicant . . . .
a. Must be a member in good standing of the Meridian FFA Chapter

b. Must submit a complete application with all required signatures and a copy of their High School transcript attached.  No additional pages and no additional information may be included with the application above what is being requested in the application.

Applications must be submitted to Jessica Ostoja on or before February 28, 2025.

c. Must graduate from High School in the year that they receive a scholarship.

d. Must be graduating from High School with a cumulative grade point average of 2.50 or better.

e. Must enroll as a full-time student at a post-secondary institution within 12 months of receiving a Meridian FFA Alumni Scholarship.  If the recipient is unable to utilize the scholarship within the first year and still wishes to receive the scholarship funds, a formal written request for deferment and reasons for the request of deferment must be submitted to the Meridian FFA Alumni Executive Board for consideration.  Due to special circumstances, a scholarship can be held for a recipient for up to 24 months after being awarded.  The Alumni Executive Board may approve or deny the application at their next regular meeting following the request for deferment.  The Alumni Executive Board will notify the scholarship recipient in writing of the decision and any further instructions.  The scholarship recipient is responsible for providing the Alumni Treasurer the necessary contact and university/technical school information prior to the Alumni funding the scholarship.

f. Will receive equal consideration regardless if the applicant is attending an in-state institution or an out-of-state institution; or whether the institution is a college, university, or vocational/technical program.

g. Will receive the scholarship funds after registering for credit at an approved institution.  The scholarship will be remitted directly to the institution as designated by the scholarship recipient and the institution shall disburse the funds to the recipient.  All recipients of scholarships will receive further instructions at the time the scholarship is awarded at the Meridian Parent/Member banquet.

h. May need to be available for a short interview to be conducted by the Alumni Scholarship Selection Committee.
