Insurance Coverage

All participants (FFA members, Advisors, chaperones, bus drivers, etc.) who register for the CDEs are covered by insurance.  The insurance covers two days travel before and two days travel after the Events.

In case of illness or an accident on the way to or from Moscow, be sure to get a receipt from the doctor for any charges so that this may be turned into the insurance company for reimbursement.

Medical services cannot be charged to the insurance company unless you have appropriate paperwork; without it, the student will be billed for services rendered.  Be sure to notify the Department of Agricultural and Extension Education (885-6358) if there is illness or an accident in your group (notification must be made as soon as possible).

Supervision

It is the responsibility of each Instructor to supervise their students.  The Department of Agricultural and Extension Education faculty and staff, Idaho FFA officials, or Idaho FFA State Officers are NOT responsible for supervising FFA members.
